Lesson Plan 3: Apples
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Date: 11/16/17

Grade Level: 9-12



Subject: Intro to Art 



Unit: Painting

Relevant prior knowledge: 

Students are continuing to build on their understanding of value. Students had the opportunity to practice painting a sphere using a segmented value scale. They will be applying a similar technique for today’s lesson because they will be segmenting and numbering an apple according to the appropriate value. Instead of painting directly onto the image, students will be transferring the image onto another sheet of paper. 

	Objectives 


	· Students will be able to decipher the value of an image of an apple 
· Students will be able to match the value of the image of the apple using a monochromatic color scheme.

	Materials:
	Tempera paint, brushes, cups for water, print outs of apple, 5”X5” sheets of thick paper, round palettes, carbon paper, document camera, Photoshopped images of pear and sphere, PowerPoint presentations showing the process of painting the apple
	· Students will be able to able to answer questions during an oral presentation.

	Formative Assessments



	Soliciting prior knowledge and Opening: 
5 minutes to take out supplies

5 minutes to draw and segment pear and sphere 

2 minutes to show Photoshop image of pear and apple 
	Classroom set up before lesson: Project image of posterized sphere. 

T: Ask students to pull out all the supplies and assignments from this week. T: Ask students to closely examine their paintings of spheres.

T: Did you jump in value? Did you progress from 1,2,3,4 or 1,2,3,4,5? 
Do your segments follow the shape of the highlight? 

S: Take about a minute to examine their work. 

T: Ask students to flip the sphere to the back. 

T: Ask students to follow along with your drawing. 
T: Toggle between the laptop and the document camera 

T: Use the document camera to project a drawing of a circle with a small highlight in the corner. 

T: Ask students to look first before they draw. 

T: Demonstrate repeating the shape of the highlight. 

T: Ask students to follow along 

S: Follow demonstration 

T: Draw an organic “pear-like” shape with a highlight. 

S: Copy the drawing of the pear shape and highlight. Try to create the segments on their own. 

T: Toggle between document camera back to laptop and show the posterized image of the pear and the apple. 

T: Discuss the images and tell students today they will be painting the apple using a slightly different process. 

T: Ask two students to pass out image of apple and 5x5 in pieces of paper. 

T: Project PowerPoint presentation and briefly go over the steps. 

T: Tell students to take their time, they will have two days to complete this assignment.  
	All students will be asked to review their work from the day before and will be given the chance to strengthen the concept of repeating the shape of the highlight. The demonstration will be projected using a document camera and reference images of the sphere and pear will be projected the demonstration. 

	Walk around class and see how students redraw the sphere and pear on the back of their sphere painting 
Ask students to follow along with the power point by reading each step out loud. Equity sticks will be used. 

	Middle


	T: Project the first step 

T: Ask students to segment and number the image of the apple 

S: Follow along with the demonstration. 

T: Project the second step: Tape and trace using carbon paper 

S: Follow along 

T: Assist students who might find this step confusing because they have not used carbon paper before in class. 

T: Project the last step: Paint and check 

S: Follow along. 
	Students will be able to follow along with a PowerPoint presentation that clearly demonstrates each step of the painting process. If need be, the teacher can toggle back to the document camera and show students how to complete the stop of taping the second sheet of paper to the image of the apple and transferring it using carbon paper. 
	Circulate classroom and check in with students who need assistance. 
Are students properly segmenting the apple? 

Are students ascribing the correct number to each value? 

Address any common mistakes made during the lesson. 

	Closing

	T: Remind students that they have until the end of tomorrow to complete painting the apple. 
S: Clean up after the seven-minute bell rings. 
	Provide extended time for students to complete the assignment. 
	Check to see if all cups, brushes, palettes are properly stored and clean. Check to see if floors are clear from trash. 
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
